Shiroishi Castle was the residence of the Katakura clan, the right arm of the Date clan, who once ruled present-day Miyagi Prefecture until the end of the Edo
period In 1995, the castle’s donjon (three storied tower) and front gate were restored faithfully based on historical documents. In the city, there are many

other renowned places of historic interest, such as samurai residences and the mausoleum of the Katakuras. Meanwhile, in the upper reaches of the Shiroishi
River, which runs from the Zao Mountains, the stunning scenery of the Hekigyoku Ravine, the Zaimoku-iwa, and other gifts from nature unfold. In addition,

and the Obara Onsen, which are well known for their efficacy for injuries and eye problems, respectively.

Striving to implement
further administrative and financial reforms and to ensure cooperation over
a wide region, the city works hard to provide even more effective citizen
services through cooperation between the municipal government and
citizens.

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Shiroishi City strives to provide an even more peaceful living environment for
citizens. For parenting support,a wide variety of measures are already
underway. We constructed indoor playgrounds, and established an even
better parenting environment based on the Shiroishi City Child and
Parenting Support Project Plan. At the same time, we also provide support
for senior citizens to enjoy fulfilling lives and to participate in society by
establishing a community-based comprehensive care system and a
community-based medical system.
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Shiroishi City strives to raise children with a rich sense of humanity. For
schooling, we have introduced a small-group education system of 35
students or less per class at all the elementary schools and junior high
schools in the city. In addition, we encourage these schools to use
information and communication technology equipment and assistant
language teachers for their classes. Moreover, we strive to promote life-long
learning for citizens, pass down the city’s traditional culture, promote
tourism in the city, and increase the number of visitors to the city.
